THIS PATIENT HAS DIABETES INSIPIDUS AND NEEDS
DAILY REPLACEMENT WITH DESMOPRESSIN
IFthe patient is conscious, she/he should take the
usual daily desmopressin treatment and drink freely.
Ifthe patient is not conscious, she/he should be
hydrated with isotonic intravenous infusion and
treated with desmopressin (i.v. or nasal) with close
blood electrolyte monitoring.
Hypernatremia indicates lack of desmopressin,
hyponatremia overtreatment.
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
